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Baptism: The sacrament of Baptism, originated from the early Church, is
clearly supported by the following verses: “Go therefore and make disciples of
all the nations baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of
the Holy Spirit teaching them to observe all the things | have commanded you.”

Church Sacraments: Holy Communion : This is a beautiful sacrament
because we are joined with Our Lord Jesus Christ. Holy Communion also called
the “Mysteries of Mysteries” or “Crown of Sacraments” as all the
Sacraments are crowned by it.

The person baptized must receive Communion directly after Baptism.

The person who confesses and repents must receive Communion directly after
Confession. Faith and Baptism does not prevent us from sinning and does
cleanse us from our sins. Confession is a very important Sacrament as
Orthodox Christians and we need to have a Spiritual Father and that we cannot
just confess our sins to God only (James 5:13-16.

The person who marries must receive Communion directly after the wedding.

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D) Good Works: Good works are necessary for salvation, and the absence

of good works shows that faith is dead and fruitless. We as Orthodox
Christians need to understand that a person needs the help and grace to
be able to do good works as Our Lord Jesus Christ said,” ...without Me
you can do nothing.”
